• No Cross Entry Between 10 & Under and any 

canter classes.

• Youths entering 13 & under classes cannot also   

enter 10 & under classes  regardless of their age 
 

Maiden Youth: First year of showing or must not have won a blue 
ribbon in 2 out of the 3 following: Showmanship, English or Western 

before the start of the series.  Cannot enter any canter classes. Riders can 

finish the series in this division regardless of blue ribbons won. 
 

Novice Rider: Not to have won 3 blue ribbons in 2 out of the 3  
following: Showmanship, English or Western before the start of the 

series. Riders can finish the series in this division regardless of blue 

ribbons won. 
 

Green Horse: Not to have been shown under saddle prior to Jan. 1, 
2009.  Not to have been under saddle for more than one year.  
 

Junior Horse: 5 years and younger 
 

Senior Horse: 6 Years and Older 
 

Colored Horse: Must show visible color 
 

Bareback: Western or English, judged accordingly 
 

Jackpot: Class winner to take home ½ of the class entry fees.    

Points to accumulate at all 6 shows for Overall High 

Point. Riders must show in at least 5 of the 6 shows to be 

eligible for the Overall High Point awards. High points 

must be one horse/rider combination—  however,         

Leadline points will accumulate on rider only. 
  

Points tabulated as follows:  
1st=10pts,  2nd=8pts, 3rd=6pts, 4th= 4pts, 5th=2pts, 6th=1pt 
   
Overall High point for the saddle is calculated from all 

classes INCLUDING HALTER except 10 & Under,  

Maiden, Novice/Green or any class with no corresponding 

class that could exclude other competitors.  Age division 

classes also count toward Overall High Point.  
 

Series Awards:  Will be presented at the end of the Last 

show in the series unless specific sizes need ordering or 

custom embroidery. You will then be asked to fill out 

forms with Blanket or Jacket sizes.
